COMPOSITION OF THE TARIFF

The Customs Tariff is based on the Harmonized Commodity Description and Coding System (HS), done at Brussels on 14 June,
1983, and the protocols of amendment thereto. The Convention (Harmonized System Nomenclature) was adopted by the Cus-
toms Co-operation Council, known as the World Customs Organization (WCO), in Brussels. In the light of changes in technol-
ogy and international trade, amongst other factors, the Harmonized System Nomenclature will, in future, be updated every five
years. The most recent update was the amendments adopted by the Customs Co-operation Council in June 1999, effective
from 1 January, 2002.

The columns of the Customs Tariff, including the list of goods drawn up for statistical purposes, are set out as follows:

“Code No.”

Code Nos. comprise 8 digits. The first six form part of the Harmonized System and, as such, are obligatory for countries whose
Tariffs are based on that system. The seventh digit indicates national subdivisions to which duties apply (the majority of these
duties have been consolidated under the WTO). The eighth digit is used for national statistics and for the benefit of the Ministry
of Agriculture and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs when import/export regulations are in force. In some cases, this eighth digit is
also used to specify goods liable to excise duties.

“Description of goods”

These texts comprise the Norwegian version of the texts of the Convention (Harmonized System Nomenclature) relative to the
headings/subheadings of the Harmonized System. In addition, they contain the texts of national customs subdivisions and sta-
tistical subdivisions

“Rate of duty”

Rates of duty are expressed as a percentage of the customs value or, unless otherwise specified, in Norwegian Kroner (NOK)
per kg. Exemption from duty is indicated by the entry "Free”.

The abbreviation “i.c.” (including immediate container) indicates that the weight of the immediate container is to be included in
the dutiable weight of the goods. For other preliminary provisions, see also Preliminary Provisions § 7 (Chapter Il, weight and
value for assessment of duty).

“Rate of duty/General”

This column indicates the general rates of duty, which are applicable to goods imported from a country with which Norway has
no free trade agreement or to goods imported from a country having such an agreement but which fails to fulfil the conditions
laid down in the agreement.

“Rate of duty/EFTA, EC, EEA”

This column indicates the rates of duty applicable to “originating goods” within the meaning of the Convention establishing the
European Free Trade Association (EFTA), the free trade agreement between the European Communities (EC) and Norway, or
the European Economic Area (EEA) Agreement.

Preferential rates of duty which differ from those listed in respect of "originating goods”, within the meaning of the Convention
establishing the EFTA, the agreement between the European Communities and Norway and the European Economic Area
Agreement are given in footnotes. Proof of origin must be presented in accordance with the procedures laid down in the free
trade agreement concerned.

The Kingdom of Denmark (not including Greenland and the Faroe Islands),
The Republic of Finland,
The French Republic (including Monaco and the Overseas Departments of Guadeloupe, French Guiana, Martinique and

The Federal Republic of Germany,
Greece (the Hellenic Republic),
The Republic of Ireland,
Italy (including San Marino but not including Livigno and Campione d’ltalia),
The Grand Duchy of Luxembourg,
The Kingdom of the Netherlands
The Republic of Portugal (including the Azores and Madeira),
The Kingdom of Spain (including the Canary Islands),
The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, including the Shetlands, the Isle of Man and the Channel Islands,
The Kingdom of Sweden.

The EFTA (European Free Trade Association) comprises the following countries:
The Republic of Iceland,
The Principality of Liechtenstein,
The Kingdom of Norway (including Svalbard and Jan Mayen Island)
Switzerland (the Helvetic Confederation).

The EEA (European Economic Area) includes all Member States of the European Communities (EC) and the European Free
Trade Association (EFTA) except Switzerland. Furthermore, Svalbard and Jan Mayen Island are not included in the agreement
establishing the European Economic Area.

Goods originating in Greenland shall be assessed to duty at the rates applicable to corresponding goods originating in the EC
and/or the EFTA.

Goods originating in the Spanish territories of Ceuta and Melilla shall be assessed to duty at the rates applicable to goods origi-
nating in the European Economic Area.

“Annex”

The letter "P” against certain Code Nos. indicates that the goods concerned may be imported free of duty, or may benefit from a
reduced rate of duty in accordance with the free trade agreements between the EFTA countries, Norway and a specific State.
Agreements of this kind have been reached with the following countries or organizations:

Details of the rates of duty applicable to imports of "originating goods” from those countries are given in annex to the Customs tariff .

Rates of duty applicable to "originating goods” from developing countries in accordance with the Generalized System of Prefer-
ences applied by Norway are not included in the annex.

“Reduced rates of duty”

The letter “E” following a code number indicates that the goods may be imported free of duty in accordance with the "Agreement on
Civil Aircraft” (WTO Agreement). The goods concerned are listed in Annex E to the Customs tariff. Exemption from customs duty for
goods imported for use in the "Norwegian Industrial Production Programme F-16" is dealt with in Annex F.

IMPORT/EXPORT REGULATIONS

1. Import regulations in accordance with the foodstuffs legislation and the veterinary legislation established by the Ministry of
Fisheries, the Ministry of Agriculture and the Ministry of Social Affairs.

Importers of foodstuffs or of live animals are subject to registration. The importer must be registered with the competent au-
thorities (Directorate of Fisheries/State Animal Welfare Service/State Foodstuffs Administration) before the goods/animals ar-
rive in the country.

The letter “N” following a Code No. indicates that the goods concerned are subject to notification prior to importation. This
notification should be submitted to the competent authority at least 24 hours before the arrival of the first consignment in
Norway. When clearing the goods, if the notification has been submitted, the importer should indicate the code V5 in box 44
of the customs declaration.

Code Nos. followed by the letter "R” cover headings which include products derived from whales. Such goods are subject to
import control by the Ministry of Fisheries and are subject to licence from all countries. The goods concerned fall within the
following Code Nos.: 0208 9050, 1504 3030, 1504 3099, 1603 0010 and 1603 0092.

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PRELIMINARY PROVISIONS TO THE CUSTOMS TARIFF
CHAPTER | - General

§ 1 (Liability to customs duties)

Duties and taxes shall be levied on behalf of the Treasury on imports and exports in accordance with the following provisions.

§ 2 (Import duties)

1. Unless otherwise stipulated by law or in these provisions, duties shall be levied on imports in accordance with the rates and
the Notes set out in the Customs Tariff.

2. Duties shall be levied:
a) on foreign goods, provided that such goods be imported for use or consumption in Norway; and
b) on domestic goods if a refund of duty was granted in respect of such goods on exportation.

3. Goods covered by a free trade agreement concluded between Norway and a foreign state or group of states may be im-
ported under those agreements at a reduced rate of duty, free of duty, or with any other adjustment to the duty. Preferential
treatment will be granted provided that the rules of origin laid down in the free trade agreements in force are fulfilled.

The following free trade agreements are in force from 1 January 2001:
The European Economic Area Agreement (EEA Agreement),
The Convention establishing the European Free Trade Association (the EFTA Convention)
The free trade agreement between the European Communities (EC) and Norway,
The free trade agreement between EFTA and Turkey
The free trade agreement between EFTA and the Czech Republic,
The free trade agreement between EFTA and the Slovak Republic
The free trade agreement between EFTA and Israel,
The free trade agreement between EFTA and Romania,
The free trade agreement between EFTA and Bulgaria,
The free trade agreement between EFTA and Hungary,
The free trade agreement between EFTA and Poland,
The free trade agreement between EFTA and Slovenia,
The free trade agreement between EFTA and Estonia,
The free trade agreement between EFTA and Latvia,
The free trade agreement between EFTA and Lithuania,
The free trade agreement between Norway and the Faroe Islands,
The provisional free trade agreement between the EFTA States and the PLO for the benefit of the Palestinian Authority.
The free trade agreement between EFTA and Mexico
The free trade agreement between EFTA and Morocco,

Customs preference shall also be granted, under the same conditions, to goods covered by bilateral or unilateral declara-
tions made under to the above free trade agreements.

"Originating goods” from developing countries may be imported duty-free or at reduced rates of duty, in accordance with the
Generalized System of Preferences, as stipulated in the Royal Decree of 3 September 1971 and its additional provisions
(see Parliamentary Decision of 15 June 1971, as amended).

The King is empowered to implement the provisions relative to import ceilings, control and licensing of originating goods from
developing countries.

Originating goods from Greenland imported in accordance with the Trade Agreement between Norway and the EC or in ac-
cordance with the EFTA Convention may be imported duty-free by virtue of the Agreement of 21 December 1984, between
Norway and Denmark, concerning trade between Norway and Greenland (see Parliamentary Decision No. 55 (1984-1985)).

4. Goods imported from Svalbard or from Jan Mayen Island shall be liable to duty at the rate applicable to goods imported from
abroad, unless they are covered by the provisions of subdivision 27 of § 11.

5. Customs duty shall also be levied on goods imported on behalf of the Government.

6. The Customs Administration may also introduce a simplified procedure for the calculation of duty on goods imported by trav-
ellers for their personal use, over and above the duty-free quota.
7. Duties shall be levied at the rates in force at the time a completed customs declaration is presented to the Customs authorities.

If the Customs authorizes the owner of the imported goods, or the owner’s representative, to dispose of the goods and make
free use of them prior to final clearance, duty shall be levied at the rate in force at the time of release.

lllegally imported (smuggled) goods shall be assessed to duty at the rate in force at the time of importation.

Unless otherwise stipulated, goods used for any purpose other than that stipulated or goods used illegally shall be assessed to
duty at the rate in force at the time of such illegal use. However, the rate of duty may not be lower than that applied by the Cus-
toms Administration in respect of good imported legally and for their intended purpose. The rate of duty applicable for illegally
used goods temporarily imported under the provisions of §§ 13 or 14, shall be the rates in force at the time of importation.

8. In case of doubt as to the classification of goods in this Tariff, the matter shall be referred to the Ministry of Finance for settlement.

§ 7 (Dutiable weight)

1. Unless otherwise specified, the dutiable weight of goods chargeable by weight shall be the net weight

The weight of water-soaked goods, shall be taken to be that similar goods in the dry state. No weight reduction shall be
granted in respect of goods which are more than normally damp.

2. Goods chargeable by volume shall be assessed to duty on the basis of the actual volume.

3. The King may set out additional provisions for the calculation of the net weight or volume of goods.

§ 8 (Customs value)

The dutiable value of goods assessed to duty at ad valorem rates shall be determined on the basis of provisions laid down by
the Ministry of Finance in accordance with the provisions of the Agreement on the application of Article VIl of the General
Agreement on Tariffs and Trade (GATT).

CHAPTER IV - Reduction of the duty rate
§ 16 (Damaged or spoilt goods)

§ 17 (Goods re-imported after repair or processing)

1. For re-imported Norwegian goods or goods for which duty has previously been paid and which have been repaired abroad,
customs duty may be reduced in accordance with the following rules:
a) the duty payable on goods chargeable by value shall be calculated on the cost of repair plus the round-trip freight charges
b) the duty payable on goods chargeable by weight or number (specific rates of duty) shall be calculated at the rate of 8%
on the basis provided in a) above;

c) no customs duty will be payable on goods repaired abroad free of charge on the basis of a guarantee, a manufacturing
fault or the like.

2. Customs duties shall be reduced in accordance with the following rules for re-imported Norwegian goods or goods on duty-
paid goods if, when abroad, these goods have undergone a process other than repair, or if they have been entirely or par-
tially used for the manufacture of goods:

a) for goods chargeable by value, duty shall be calculated on the total value, at the ad valorem rate in force, minus the cus-
toms duty on the exported goods - of the same origin as the processed goods - subject to proof on re-importation;

b) for goods chargeable by weight or number, the duty shall be calculated at a rate of 8% of the processing costs plus the
round-trip freight charges;

c) no customs duty shall be levied on goods processed or manufactured abroad free of charge.

3. Duty reduction shall not be granted in respect of goods for which a refund of duty was granted on exportation, unless the
amount of the refund to be paid to the Customs Administration, or the request for refund of the said duty is cancelled.

4. Duty reductions under items 1 and 2 above shall be granted only on condition that the goods are re-imported by the original
exporter.

5. Duty reduction under items 1 and 2 above shall be granted only on condition that the goods are re-imported within one year
of exportation.

6. When goods are re-imported after repair, processing, etc., abroad, the Ministry may, under certain conditions, issue decrees
authorizing duty-free importation or importation at a rate other than those laid down in 1 and 2 above. The time limit set out
in subparagraph 5 above may also be suspended.
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CHAPTER V - Refund of duty

§ 180 25

General rules for the interpretation of the Harmonized System

Classification of goods in the Nomenclature shall be governed by the following principles:

1.

The titles of Sections, Chapters and sub-Chapters are provided for ease of reference only; for legal purposes, classification
shall be determined according to the terms of the headings and any relative Section or Chapter Notes and, provided such
headings or Notes do not otherwise require, according to the following provisions:

a) Any reference in a heading to an article shall be taken to include a reference to that article incomplete or unfinished, pro-
vided that, as presented, the incomplete or unfinished article has the essential character of the complete or finished arti-
cle. It shall also be taken to include a reference to that article complete or finished (or falling to be classified as complete
or finished by virtue of this Rule), presented unassembled or disassembled.

b) Any reference in a heading to a material or substance shall be taken to include a reference to mixtures or combinations of
that material or substance with other materials or substances. Any reference to goods of a given material or substance
shall be taken to include a reference to goods consisting wholly or partly of such material or substance. The classification
of goods consisting of more than one material or substance shall be according to the principles of Rule 3.

When by application of Rule 2 b) or for any other reason, goods are, prima facie, classifiable under two or more headings,

classification shall be effected as follows:

a) The heading which provides the most specific description shall be preferred to headings providing a more general de-
scription. However, when two or more headings each refer to part only of the materials or substances contained in mixed
or composite goods or to part only of the items in a set put up for retail sale, those headings are to be regarded as equally
specific in relation to those goods, even if one of them gives a more complete or precise description of the goods.

b) Mixtures, composite goods consisting of different materials or made up of different components, and goods put up in sets
for retail sale, which cannot be classified by reference to 3 a), shall be classified as if they consisted of the material or
component which gives them their essential character, insofar as this criterion is applicable.

c) When goods cannot be classified by reference to 3 a) or 3 b), they shall be classified under the heading which occurs last
in numerical order among those which equally merit consideration.

Goods which cannot be classified in accordance with the above Rules shall be classified under the heading appropriate to
the goods to which they are most akin.

In addition to the foregoing provisions, the following Rules shall apply in respect of the goods referred to therein:

a) Camera cases, musical instrument cases, gun cases, drawing instrument cases, necklace cases and similar containers,
specially shaped or fitted to contain a specific article or set of articles, suitable for long-term use and presented with the
articles for which they are intended, shall be classified with such articles when of a kind normally sold therewith. This
Rule does not, however, apply to containers which give the whole its essential character;

b) Subject to the provisions of Rule 5 a) above, packing materials and packing containers presented with the goods therein
shall be classified with the goods if they are of a kind normally used for packing such goods. However, this provision is
not binding when such packing materials or packing containers are clearly suitable for repetitive use.

For legal purposes, the classification of goods in the subheadings of a heading shall be determined according to the terms of
those subheadings and any related Subheading Notes and, mutatis mutandis, to the above Rules, on the understanding that
only subheadings at the same level are comparable. For the purposes of this Rule the relative Section and Chapter Notes
also apply, unless the context otherwise requires.
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SECTION |
LIVE ANIMALS; ANIMAL PRODUCTS

1. Any reference in this Section to a particular genus or species of an animal, except where the context otherwise requires, in-
cludes a reference to the young of that genus or species.

2. Except where the context otherwise requires, throughout the Nomenclature any reference to “dried” products also covers
products which have been dehydrated, evaporated or freeze-dried.

ADDITIONAL NOTE

1. Imports of live animals and animal products originating outside the EEA must be covered a by veterinary control certificate/
border-crossing certificate in original when presented for customs clearance.

NOTES

. The expression “milk” means full cream milk or partially or completely skimmed milk.

2. For the purposes of heading 0405:

a) The term “butter” means natural butter, whey butter or recombined butter (fresh, salted or rancid, including canned butter)
derived exclusively from milk, with a milkfat content of 80% or more but not more than 95% by weight, a maximum milk
solids-not-fat content of 2% by weight and a maximum water content of 16% by weight. Butter does not contain added
emulsifiers, but may contain sodium chloride, food colours, neutralizing salts and cultures of harmless lactic-acid-
producing bacteria.

b) The expression “dairy spreads” means a spreadable emulsion of the water-in-oil type, containing milkfat as the only fat in
the product, with a milkfat content of 39% or more but less than 80% by weight.

3. Products obtained by the concentration of whey and with the addition of milk or milkfat are to be classified as cheese in

heading 0406 provided that they have the three following characteristics:

a) a milkfat content, by weight of the dry matter, of 5% or more;

b) a dry matter content, by weight, of at least 70% but not exceeding 85%; and
c) they are moulded or capable of being moulded.

4. This Chapter does not cover:

a) products obtained from whey, containing by weight more than 95% lactose, expressed as anhydrous lactose calculated
on the dry matter (heading 1702); or

b) albumins (including concentrates of two or more whey proteins, containing by weight more than 80% whey proteins, cal-
culated on the dry matter) (heading 3502) or globulins (heading 3504).

SUBHEADING NOTES

1.

For the purposes of subheading 0404 10, the expression “modified whey” means products consisting of whey constituents,
i.e., whey from which all or part of the lactose, proteins or minerals have been removed, whey to which natural whey con-
stituents have been added, and products obtained by mixing natural whey constituents.

This Chapter does not cover meat, meat offal, fish, crustaceans, molluscs or other aquatic invertebrates, prepared or pre-
served by the processes specified in Chapter 2 or 3 or heading 0504.

2. Food preparations fall in this Chapter provided that they contain more than 20% by weight of sausage, meat, meat offal,

blood, fish or crustaceans, molluscs or other aquatic invertebrates, or any combination thereof. In cases where the prepara-
tion contains two or more of the products mentioned above, it is classified in the heading of Chapter 16 corresponding to the
component or components which predominate by weight. These provisions do not apply to the stuffed products of heading
1902 or to the preparations of heading 2103 or 2104.

SUBHEADING NOTES

1.

For the purposes of subheading 1602 10, the expression “homogenized preparations” means preparations of meat, meat offal or
blood, finely homogenized, put up for retail sale as infant food or for dietetic purposes, in containers of a net weight content not
exceeding 250 g. For the application of this definition no account is to be taken of small quantities of any ingredients which may
have been added to the preparation for seasoning, preservation or other purposes. These preparations may contain a small
quantity of visible pieces of meat or meat offal.

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CHAPTER 27
MINERAL FUELS, MINERAL OILS AND PRODUCTS OF THEIR DISTILLATION;
BITUMINOUS SUBSTANCES; MINERAL WAXES

NOTES

1. This Chapter does not cover:
a) separate chemically defined organic compounds, other than pure methane and propane which are to be classified in
heading 2711;
b) medicaments of heading 3003 or 3004; or
c) mixed unsaturated hydrocarbons of heading 3301, 3302 or 3805.

2. References in heading 2710 to “petroleum oils and oils obtained from bituminous minerals” include not only petroleum oils
and oils obtained from bituminous minerals but also similar oils, as well as those consisting mainly of mixed unsaturated hy-
drocarbons, obtained by any process, provided that the weight of the non-aromatic constituents exceeds that of the aromatic
constituents.

However, the references do not include liquid synthetic polyolefins of which less than 60% by volume distils at 300°C, after
conversion to 1 013 millibars when a reduced-pressure distillation method is used (Chapter 39).

3. For the purposes of heading 2710, “waste oils” means waste containing mainly petroleum oils and oils obtained from bitumi-

nous minerals (as described in Note 2 to this Chapter), whether or not mixed with water. These include:

a) such oils no longer fit for use as primary products (for example, used lubricating oils, used hydraulic oils and used trans-
former oils);

b) sludge oils from the storage tanks of petroleum oils, mainly containing such oils and a high concentration of additives (for
example, chemicals) used in the manufacture of primary products; and

c) such oils in the form of emulsions in water or mixtures with water, such as those resulting from oil spills, storage tank
washings, or from the use of cutting oils for machining operations.

CHAPTER 28

d) the products mentioned in a), b) or c) above with an added stabilizer (including an anti-caking agent) necessary for their
preservation or transport;

e) the products mentioned in a), b), c) or d) above with an added anti-dusting agent or a colouring substance added to facili-
tate their identification or for safety reasons, provided that the additions do not render the product particularly suitable for
specific use rather than for general use.

2. In addition to dithionites and sulphoxylates, stabilized with organic substances (heading 2831), carbonates and peroxocar-
bonates of inorganic bases (heading 2836), cyanides, cyanide oxides and complex cyanides of inorganic bases (heading
2837), fulminates, cyanates and thiocyanates of inorganic bases (heading 2838), organic products included in headings
2843 to 2846 and carbides (heading 2849), only the following compounds of carbon are to be classified in this Chapter:

a) oxides of carbon, hydrogen cyanide and fulminic, isocyanic, thiocyanic and other simple or complex cyanogen acids
(heading 2811);

b) halide oxides of carbon (heading 2812);
c) carbon disulphide (heading 2813);

d) thiocarbonates, selenocarbonates, tellurocarbonates, selenocyanates, tellurocyanates, tetrathiocyanatodiamminochro-
mates (reineckates) and other complex cyanates, of inorganic bases (heading 2842);

e) hydrogen peroxide, solidified with urea (heading 2847), carbon oxysulphide, thiocarbonyl halides, cyanogen, cyanogen
halides and cyanamide and its metal derivatives (heading 2851) other than calcium cyanamide, whether or not pure
(Chapter 31).

3. Subject to the provisions of Note 1 to Section VI, this Chapter does not cover:
a) sodium chloride or magnesium oxide, whether or not pure, or other products of Section V;

b) organo-inorganic compounds other than those mentioned in Note 2 above;
c) products mentioned in Note 2, 3, 4 or 5 to Chapter 31;
)

d) inorganic products of a kind used as luminophores, of heading 3206; glass frit and other glass in the form of powder,
granules or flakes, of heading 3207;

e) artificial graphite (heading 3801); products put up as charges for fire-extinguishers or put up in fire-extinguishing gre-
nades, of heading 3813; ink removers put up in packings for retail sale, of heading 3824; cultured crystals (other than op-
tical elements) weighing not less than 2.5 g each, of the halides of the alkali or alkaline-earth metals of heading 3824;

f) precious or semi-precious stones (natural, synthetic or reconstructed) or dust or powder of such stones (headings 7102 to
7105), or precious metals or precious metal alloys of Chapter 71;

g) the metals, whether or not pure, metal alloys or cermets, including sintered metal carbides (metal carbides sintered with a
metal), of Section XV; or

h) optical elements, for example, of the halides of the alkali or alkaline-earth metals (heading 9001).

e) spent (irradiated) fuel elements (cartridges) of nuclear reactors;
f) radioactive residues whether or not usable.

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CHAPTER 29
ORGANIC CHEMICALS
NOTES

1.

Except where the context otherwise requires, the headings of this Chapter apply only to:

a) separate chemically defined organic compounds, whether or not containing impurities;

b) mixtures of two or more isomers of the same organic compound (whether or not containing impurities), except mixtures of
acyclic hydrocarbon isomers (other than stereoisomers), whether or not saturated (Chapter 27);

c) the products of headings 2936 to 2939 or the sugar ethers, sugar acetals and sugar esters, and their salts, of heading
2940, or the products of heading 2941, whether or not chemically defined;

d) the products mentioned in a), b) or c) above dissolved in water;

e) the products mentioned in a), b) or c) above dissolved in other solvents provided that the solution constitutes a normal

and necessary method of putting up these products adopted solely for reasons of safety or for transport and that the sol-
vent does not render the product particularly suitable for specific use rather than for general use;

f) the products mentioned in a), b), c), d) or e) above with an added stabilizer (including an anti-caking agent) necessary for
their preservation or transport;

g) the products mentioned in a), b), c), d), e) or f) above with an added anti-dusting agent or a colouring or odoriferous sub-
stance added to facilitate their identification or for safety reasons, provided that the additions do not render the product
particularly suitable for specific use rather than for general use;

h) the following products, diluted to standard strengths, for the production of azo dyes: diazonium salts, couplers used for
these salts and diazotizable amines and their salts.

This Chapter does not cover:

a) goods of heading 1504 or crude glycerol of heading 1520;

b) ethyl alcohol (heading 2207 or 2208);

c) methane or propane (heading 2711);

d) the compounds of carbon mentioned in Note 2 to Chapter 28;

e) urea (heading 3102 or 3105);

f) colouring matter of vegetable or animal origin (heading 3203); synthetic organic colouring matter, synthetic organic prod-
ucts of a kind used as fluorescent brightening agents or as luminophores (heading 3204) or dyes or other colouring mat-
ter put up in forms or packings for retail sale (heading 3212);

g) enzymes (heading 3507);

h) metaldehyde, hexamethylenetetramine or similar substances, put up in forms (for example, tablets, sticks or similar
forms) for use as fuels, or liquid or liquefied-gas fuels in containers of a kind used for filling or refilling cigarette or similar
lighters and of a capacity not exceeding 300 cm?® (heading 3606);

ij) products put up as charges for fire-extinguishers or put up in fire-extinguishing grenades, of heading 3813; ink removers
put up in packings for retail sale, of heading 3824; or

k) optical elements, for example, of ethylenediamine tartrate (heading 9001).

Goods which could be included in two or more of the headings of this Chapter are to be classified in that one of those head-
ings which occurs last in numerical order.

In headings 2904 to 2906, 2908 to 2911 and 2913 to 2920, any reference to halogenated, sulphonated, nitrated or nitrosated
derivatives includes a reference to compound derivatives, such as sulphohalogenated, nitrohalogenated, nitrosulphonated or
nitrosulphohalogenated derivatives.

Nitro and nitroso groups are not to be taken as “nitrogen-functions” for the purposes of heading 2929.

For the purposes of headings 2911, 2912, 2914, 2918 and 2922, “oxygen-function” is to be restricted to the functions (the
characteristic organic oxygen-containing groups) referred to in headings 2905 to 2920.

a) The esters of acid-function organic compounds of sub-Chapters | to VII with organic compounds of these sub-Chapters
are to be classified with that compound which is classified in the heading which occurs last in numerical order in these
sub-Chapters.

b) Esters of ethyl alcohol with acid-function organic compounds of sub-Chapters | to VII are to be classified in the same
heading as the corresponding acid-function compounds.

c) Subject to Note 1 to Section VI and Note 2 to Chapter 28:

1) inorganic salts of organic compounds such as acid-, phenol- or enol-function compounds or organic bases, of sub-
Chapters | to X or heading 2942, are to be classified in the heading appropriate to the organic compound; and

2) salts formed between organic compounds of sub-Chapters | to X or heading 2942 are to be classified in the heading
appropriate to the base or to the acid (including phenol- or enol-function compounds) from which they are formed,
whichever occurs last in numerical order in the Chapter.

d) Metal alcoholates are to be classified in the same heading as the corresponding alcohols except in the case of ethanol
(heading 2905).

e) Halides of carboxylic acids are to be classified in the same heading as the corresponding acids.

The compounds of headings 2930 and 2931 are organic compounds the molecules of which contain, in addition to atoms of
hydrogen, oxygen or nitrogen, atoms of other non-metals or of metals (such as sulphur, arsenic, mercury or lead) directly
linked to carbon atoms.

Heading 2930 (organo-sulphur compounds) and heading 2931 (other organo-inorganic compounds) do not include sulpho-
nated or halogenated derivatives (including compound derivatives) which, apart from hydrogen, oxygen and nitrogen, only
have directly linked to carbon the atoms of sulphur or of a halogen which give them their nature of sulphonated or halo-
genated derivatives (or compound derivatives).
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7. Headings 2932, 2933 and 2934 do not include epoxides with a three-membered ring, ketone peroxides, cyclic polymers of
aldehydes or of thioaldehydes, anhydrides of polybasic carboxylic acids, cyclic esters of polyhydric alcohols or phenols with
polybasic acids or imides of polybasic acids.

These provisions apply only when the ring-position hetero-atoms are those resulting solely from the cyclizing function or
functions here listed.

8. For the purposes of heading 2937:
a) the term “hormones” includes hormone-releasing or hormone-stimulating factors, hormone inhibitors and hormone an-
tagonists (anti-hormones);
b) the expression “used primarily as hormones” applies not only to hormone derivatives and structural analogues used pri-
marily for their hormonal effect, but also to those derivatives and structural analogues used primarily as intermediates in
the synthesis of products of this heading.

SUBHEADING NOTE

1. Within any one heading of this Chapter, derivatives of a chemical compound (or group of chemical compounds) are to be classi-
fied in the same subheading as that compound (or group of compounds) provided that they are not more specifically covered by
any other subheading and that there is no residual subheading named “Other” in the series of subheadings concerned.

b) Mixtures of chemicals with foodstuffs or other substances with nutritive value, of a kind used in the preparation of human
foodstuffs (generally heading 2106);

c) ash and residues (including sludges, other than sewage sludge), containing metals, arsenic or their mixtures and meeting
the requirements of Note 3 a) or 3 b) to Chapter 26 (heading 2620);

d) Medicaments (heading 3003 or 3004); or

e) Spent catalysts of a kind used for the extraction of base metals or for the manufacture of chemical compounds of base
metals (heading 2620), spent catalysts of a kind used principally for the recovery of precious metal (heading 7112) or
catalysts consisting of metals or metal alloys in the form of, for example, finely divided powder or woven gauze (Section
XIV or XV).

A) For the purpose of heading 3822, the expression “certified reference materials” means reference materials which are ac-
companied by a certificate which indicates the values of the certified properties, the methods used to determine these
values and the degree of certainty associated with each value and which are suitable for analytical, calibrating or refer-
encing purposes.

B) With the exception of the products of Chapter 28 or 29, for the classification of certified reference materials, heading 3822
shall take precedence over any other heading in the Nomenclature.

Heading 3824 includes the following goods which are not to be classified in any other heading of the Nomenclature:

a) cultured crystals (other than optical elements) weighing not less than 2.5 g each, of magnesium oxide or of the halides of
the alkali or alkaline-earth metals;

b) fusel oil; Dippel’s oil;

c) ink removers put up in packings for retail sale;

d) stencil correctors and other correcting fluids put up in packings for retail sale; and
e) ceramic firing testers, fusible (for example, Seger cones).

Throughout the Nomenclature, “municipal waste” means waste of a kind collected from households, hotels, restaurants, hos-
pitals, shops, offices, etc., road and pavement sweepings, as well as construction and demolition waste. Municipal waste
generally contains a large variety of materials such as plastics, rubber, wood, paper, textiles, glass, metals, food materials,
broken furniture and other damaged or discarded articles. The term "municipal waste”, however, does not cover:

a) individual materials or articles segregated from the waste, such as wastes of plastics, rubber, wood, paper, textiles, glass
or metals and spent batteries which fall in their appropriate headings of the Nomenclature;

b) industrial waste;
c) waste pharmaceuticals, as defined in Note 4 k) to Chapter 30; or
d) clinical waste, as defined in Note 6 a) below.

For the purposes of heading 3825, “sewage sludge” means sludge arising from urban effluent treatment plant and includes
pre-treatment waste, scourings and unstabilized sludge. Stabilized sludge when suitable for use as fertilizer is excluded
(Chapter 31).

For the purposes of heading 3825, the expression “other wastes” applies to:

a) clinical waste, that is, contaminated waste arising from medical research, diagnosis, treatment or other medical, surgical,
dental or veterinary procedures, which often contain pathogens and pharmaceutical substances and require special dis-
posal procedures (for example, soiled dressings, used gloves and used syringes);

b) waste organic solvents;
c) wastes of metal pickling liquors, hydraulic fluids, brake fluids and anti-freezing fluids; and
d) other wastes from chemical or allied industries.

The expression “other wastes” does not, however, cover wastes which contain mainly petroleum oils or oils obtained from bi-
tuminous minerals (heading 2710).

NOTES

1.

Goods put up in sets consisting of two or more separate constituents, some or all of which fall in this Section and are in-

tended to be mixed together to obtain a product of Section VI or VI, are to be classified in the heading appropriate to that

product, provided that the constituents are:

a) having regard to the manner in which they are put up, clearly identifiable as being intended to be used together without
first being repacked;

b) presented together; and

c) identifiable, whether by their nature or by the relative proportions in which they are present, as being complementary one
to another.

2. Except for the goods of heading 3918 or 3919, plastics, rubber, and articles thereof, printed with motifs, characters or picto-
rial representations, which are not merely incidental to the primary use of the goods, fall in Chapter 49.
CHAPTER 39
PLASTICS AND ARTICLES THEREOF
NOTES
1. Throughout the Nomenclature the expression “plastics” means those materials of headings 3901 to 3914 which are or have
been capable, either at the moment of polymerization or at some subsequent stage, of being formed under external influence
(usually heat and pressure, if necessary with a solvent or plasticizer) by moulding, casting, extruding, rolling or other process
into shapes which are retained on the removal of the external influence.
Throughout the Nomenclature any reference to “plastics” also includes vulcanized fibre. The expression, however, does not
apply to materials regarded as textile materials of Section XI.
2. This Chapter does not cover:
a) waxes of heading 2712 or 3404;
b) separate chemically defined organic compounds (Chapter 29);
c) heparin or its salts (heading 3001);
d) solutions (other than collodions) consisting of any of the products specified in headings 3901 to 3913 in volatile organic sol-
vents when the weight of the solvent exceeds 50% of the weight of the solution (heading 3208); stamping foils of heading
3212;
e) organic surface-active agents or preparations of heading 3402;
f) run gums or ester gums (heading 3806);
g) diagnostic or laboratory reagents on a backing of plastics (heading 3822);
h) synthetic rubber, as defined for the purposes of Chapter 40, or articles thereof;
ij) saddlery or harness (heading 4201) or trunks, suitcases, handbags or other containers of heading 4202;
k) plaits, wickerwork or other articles of Chapter 46;
I) wall coverings of heading 4814;
m) goods of Section Xl (textiles and textile articles);
n) articles of Section XII (for example, footwear, headgear, umbrellas, sun umbrellas, walking-sticks, whips, riding-crops or
parts thereof);
o) imitation jewellery of heading 7117;
p) articles of Section XVI (machines and mechanical or electrical appliances);
q) parts of aircraft or vehicles of Section XVII;
r) articles of Chapter 90 (for example, optical elements, spectacle frames, drawing instruments);
s) articles of Chapter 91 (for example, clock or watch cases);
t) articles of Chapter 92 (for example, musical instruments or parts thereof);
u) articles of Chapter 94 (for example, furniture, lamps and lighting fittings, illuminated signs, prefabricated buildings);
v) articles of Chapter 95 (for example, toys, games, sports requisites); or
w) articles of Chapter 96 (for example, brushes, buttons, slide fasteners, combs, mouthpieces or stems for smoking pipes,
cigarette-holders or the like, parts of vacuum flasks or the like, pens, propelling pencils).
3. Headings 3901 to 3911 apply only to goods of a kind produced by chemical synthesis, falling in the following categories:
a) liquid synthetic polyolefins of which less than 60% by volume distils at 300°C, after conversion to 1 013 millibars when a
reduced-pressure distillation method is used (headings 3901 and 3902);
b) resins, not highly polymerized, of the coumarone-indene type (heading 3911);
c) other synthetic polymers with an average of at least 5 monomer units;
d) silicones (heading 3910);
e) resols (heading 3909) and other prepolymers.
4. The expression “copolymers” covers all polymers in which no single monomer unit contributes 95% or more by weight to the

total polymer content.

For the purposes of this Chapter, except where the context otherwise requires, copolymers (including co-polycondensates,
co-polyaddition products, block copolymers and graft copolymers) and polymer blends are to be classified in the heading
covering polymers of that comonomer unit which predominates by weight over every other single comonomer unit. For the
purposes of this Note, constituent comonomer units of polymers falling in the same heading shall be taken together.
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If no single comonomer unit predominates, copolymers or polymer blends, as the case may be, are to be classified in the
heading which occurs last in numerical order among those which equally merit consideration.

5. Chemically modified polymers, that is those in which only appendages to the main polymer chain have been changed by
chemical reaction, are to be classified in the heading appropriate to the unmodified polymer. This provision does not apply to
graft copolymers.

6. In headings 3901 to 3914, the expression “primary forms” applies only to the following forms:
a) liquids and pastes, including dispersions (emulsions and suspensions) and solutions;
b) blocks of irregular shape, lumps, powders (including moulding powders), granules, flakes and similar bulk forms.

7. Heading 3915 does not apply to waste, parings and scrap of a single thermoplastic material, transformed into primary forms
(headings 3901 to 3914).

8. For the purposes of heading 3917, the expression “tubes, pipes and hoses” means hollow products, whether semi-
manufactures or finished products, of a kind generally used for conveying, conducting or distributing gases or liquids (for ex-
ample, ribbed garden hose, perforated tubes). This expression also includes sausage casings and other lay-flat tubing.
However, except for the last-mentioned, those having an internal cross-section other than round, oval, rectangular (in which
the length does not exceed 1.5 times the width) or in the shape of a regular polygon are not to be regarded as tubes, pipes
and hoses but as profile shapes.

9. For the purposes of heading 3918, the expression “wall or ceiling coverings of plastics” applies to products in rolls, of a width not
less than 45 cm, suitable for wall or ceiling decoration, consisting of plastics fixed permanently on a backing of any material other
than paper, the layer of plastics (on the face side) being grained, embossed, coloured, design-printed or otherwise decorated.

10. In headings 3920 and 3921, the expression “plates, sheets, film, foil and strip” applies only to plates, sheets, film, foil and
strip (other than those of Chapter 54) and to blocks of regular geometric shape, whether or not printed or otherwise surface-
worked, uncut or cut into rectangles (including squares) but not further worked (even if when so cut they become articles
ready for use).

11. Heading 3925 applies only to the following articles, not being products covered by any of the earlier headings of sub-Chapter II:
a) reservoirs, tanks (including septic tanks), vats and similar containers, of a capacity exceeding 300 litres;

b) structural elements used, for example, in floors, walls or partitions, ceilings or roofs;

c) gutters and fittings therefor;

d) doors, windows and their frames and thresholds for doors;

e) balconies, balustrades, fencing, gates and similar barriers;

f) shutters, blinds (including Venetian blinds) and similar articles and parts and fittings thereof;

g) large-scale shelving for assembly and permanent installation, for example, in shops, workshops, warehouses;

h) ornamental architectural features, for example, flutings, cupolas, dovecotes; and

ij) fittings and mountings intended for permanent installation in or on doors, windows, staircases, walls or other parts of
buildings, for example, knobs, handles, hooks, brackets, towel rails, switch-plates and other protective plates.

SUBHEADING NOTES

1. Within any one heading of this Chapter, polymers (including copolymers) and chemically modified polymers are to be classi-
fied according to the following provisions:
a) Where there is a subheading named “Other” in the same series:

1) The designation in a subheading of a polymer by the prefix “poly” (e.g., polyethylene and polyamide-6,6) means that
the constituent monomer unit or monomer units of the named polymer taken together must contribute 95% or more by
weight of the total polymer content.

2) The copolymers named in subheadings 3901 30, 3903 20, 3903 30 and 3904 30 are to be classified in those subhead-
ings, provided that the comonomer units of the named copolymers contribute 95% or more by weight of the total poly-
mer content.

3) Chemically modified polymers are to be classified in the subheading named “Other”, provided that the chemically
modified polymers are not more specifically covered by another subheading.

4) Polymers not meeting 1), 2) or 3) above, are to be classified in the subheading, among the remaining subheadings in the
series, covering polymers of that monomer unit which predominates by weight over every other single comonomer unit.
For this purpose, constituent monomer units of polymers falling in the same subheading shall be taken together. Only the
constituent comonomer units of the polymers in the series of subheadings under consideration are to be compared.

b) Where there is no subheading named “Other” in the same series:

1) Polymers are to be classified in the subheading covering polymers of that monomer unit which predominates by
weight over every other single comonomer unit. For this purpose, constituent monomer units of polymers falling in the
same subheading shall be taken together. Only the constituent comonomer units of the polymers in the series under
consideration are to be compared.

2) Chemically modified polymers are to be classified in the subheading appropriate to the unmodified polymer.

Polymer blends are to be classified in the same subheading as polymers of the same monomer units in the same propor-

tions.

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CHAPTER 40
RUBBER AND ARTICLES THEREOF

NOTES

1. Except where the context otherwise requires, throughout the Nomenclature the expression “rubber” means the following
products, whether or not vulcanized or hard: natural rubber, balata, gutta-percha, guayule, chicle and similar natural gums,
synthetic rubber, factice derived from oils, and such substances reclaimed.

2. This Chapter does not cover:
a) goods of Section Xl (textiles and textile articles);
b) footwear or parts thereof of Chapter 64;
c) headgear or parts thereof (including bathing caps) of Chapter 65;
d) mechanical or electrical appliances or parts thereof of Section XVI (including electrical goods of all kinds), of hard rubber;
e) articles of Chapter 90, 92, 94 or 96; or
f) articles of Chapter 95 (other than sports gloves, mittens and mitts and articles of headings 4011 to 4013).

3. In headings 4001 to 4003 and 4005, the expression “primary forms” applies only to the following forms:
a) liquids and pastes (including latex, whether or not pre-vulcanized, and other dispersions and solutions);
b) blocks of irregular shape, lumps, bales, powders, granules, crumbs and similar bulk forms.

4. In Note 1 to this Chapter and in heading 4002, the expression “synthetic rubber” applies to:

a) unsaturated synthetic substances which can be irreversibly transformed by vulcanization with sulphur into non-
thermoplastic substances which, at a temperature between 18°C and 29°C, will not break on being extended to three
times their original length and will return, after being extended to twice their original length, within a period of five minutes,
to a length not greater than one and a half times their original length. For the purposes of this test, substances necessary
for the cross-linking, such as vulcanizing activators or accelerators, may be added; the presence of substances as pro-
vided for by Note 5 b) ii) and iii) is also permitted. However, the presence of any substances not necessary for the cross-
linking, such as extenders, plasticizers and fillers, is not permitted;

b) thioplasts (TM); and

c) natural rubber modified by grafting or mixing with plastics, depolymerized natural rubber, mixtures of unsaturated syn-
thetic substances with saturated synthetic high polymers provided that all the above-mentioned products comply with the
requirements concerning vulcanization, elongation and recovery in a) above.

5. a) Headings 4001 and 4002 do not apply to any rubber or mixture of rubbers which has been compounded, before or after
coagulation, with:
i) vulcanizing agents, accelerators, retarders or activators (other than those added for the preparation of pre-
vulcanized rubber latex);
i) pigments or other colouring matter, other than those added solely for the purpose of identification;
iii) plasticizers or extenders (except mineral oil in the case of oil-extended rubber), fillers, reinforcing agents, organic
solvents or any other substances, except those permitted under b);

b) The presence of the following substances in any rubber or mixture of rubbers shall not affect its classification in head-
ing 4001 or 4002, as the case may be, provided that such rubber or mixture of rubbers retains its essential character as a
raw material:

i) emulsifiers or anti-tack agents;

i) small amounts of breakdown products of emulsifiers;

iii) very small amounts of the following: heat-sensitive agents (generally for obtaining thermosensitive rubber latexes),
cationic surface-active agents (generally for obtaining electro-positive rubber latexes), antioxidants, coagulants,
crumbling agents, freeze-resisting agents, peptizers, preservatives, stabilizers, viscosity-control agents, or similar
special-purpose additives.

6. For the purposes of heading 4004, the expression “waste, parings and scrap” means rubber waste, parings and scrap from the
manufacture or working of rubber and rubber goods definitely not usable as such because of cutting-up, wear or other reasons.

7. Thread wholly of vulcanized rubber, of which any cross-sectional dimension exceeds 5 mm, is to be classified as strip, rods
or profile shapes, of heading 4008.

8. Heading 4010 includes conveyor or transmission belts or belting of textile fabric impregnated, coated, covered or laminated
with rubber or made from textile yarn or cord impregnated, coated, covered or sheathed with rubber.

9. In headings 4001, 4002, 4003, 4005 and 4008, the expressions “plates”, “sheets” and “strip” apply only to plates, sheets and
strip and to blocks of regular geometric shape, uncut or simply cut to rectangular (including square) shape, whether or not hav-
ing the character of articles and whether or not printed or otherwise surface-worked, but not otherwise cut to shape or further
worked.

In heading 4008 the expressions “rods” and “profile shapes” apply only to such products, whether or not cut to length or sur-
face-worked but not otherwise worked.

CHAPTER 41
RAW HIDES AND SKINS (OTHER THAN FURSKINS) AND LEATHER

NOTES

1. This Chapter does not cover:
a) parings or similar waste, of raw hides or skins (heading 0511);
b) birdskins or parts of birdskins, with their feathers or down, of heading 0505 or 6701; or

c) hides or skins, with the hair or wool on, raw, tanned or dressed (Chapter 43); the following are, however, to be classified
in Chapter 41, namely, raw hides and skins with the hair or wool on, of bovine animals (including buffalo), of equine ani-
mals, of sheep or lambs (except Astrakhan, Broadtail, Caracul, Persian or similar lambs, Indian, Chinese, Mongolian or
Tibetan lambs), of goats or kids (except Yemen, Mongolian or Tibetan goats and kids), of swine (including peccary), of
chamois, of gazelle, of reindeer, of elk, of deer, of roebucks or of dogs.

2. A) Headings 4104 to 4106 do not cover hides and skins which have undergone a tanning (including pre-tanning) process
which is reversible (headings 4101 to 4103, as the case may be).

B) For the purposes of headings 4104 to 4106, the term “crust” includes hides and skins that have been retanned, coloured
or fat-liquored (stuffed) prior to drying.

2. In this Chapter, the expression “densified wood” means wood which has been subjected to chemical or physical treatment
(being, in the case of layers bonded together, treatment in excess of that needed to ensure a good bond), and which has
thereby acquired increased density or hardness together with improved mechanical strength or resistance to chemical or
electrical agencies.

3. Headings 4414 to 4421 apply to articles of the respective descriptions of particle board or similar board, fibreboard, lami-
nated wood or densified wood as they apply to such articles of wood.

4. Products of heading 4410, 4411 or 4412 may be worked to form the shapes provided for in respect of the goods of heading
4409, curved, corrugated, perforated, cut or formed to shapes other than square or rectangular or submitted to any other op-
eration provided it does not give them the character of articles of other headings.

For the purposes of this Chapter, except where the context otherwise requires, a reference to “paper” includes references to
paperboard (irrespective of thickness or weight per m?).

This Chapter does not cover:

a) articles of Chapter 30;

b) stamping foils of heading 3212;

c) perfumed papers or papers impregnated or coated with cosmetics (Chapter 33);

d) paper or cellulose wadding impregnated, coated or covered with soap or detergent (heading 3401), or with polishes,
creams or similar preparations (heading 3405);

e) sensitized paper or paperboard of headings 3701 to 3704;

f) paper impregnated with diagnostic or laboratory reagents (heading 3822);

g) paper-reinforced stratified sheeting of plastics, or one layer of paper or paperboard coated or covered with a layer of plas-
tics, the latter constituting more than half the total thickness, or articles of such materials, other than wall coverings of
heading 4814 (Chapter 39);

h) articles of heading 4202 (for example, travel goods);

ij) articles of Chapter 46 (manufactures of plaiting material);

k) paper yarn or textile articles of paper yarn (Section Xl);

I) articles of Chapter 64 or Chapter 65;

m) abrasive paper or paperboard (heading 6805) or paper- or paperboard-backed mica (heading 6814) (paper and paper-
board coated with mica powder are, however, to be classified in this Chapter);

n) metal foil backed with paper or paperboard (Section XV);

0) articles of heading 9209; or

p) articles of Chapter 95 (for example, toys, games, sport requisites) or Chapter 96 (for example, buttons).

Subject to the provisions of Note 7, headings 4801 to 4805 include paper and paperboard which have been subjected to cal-
endering, super-calendering, glazing or similar finishing, false water-marking or surface sizing, and also paper, paperboard,
cellulose wadding and webs of cellulose fibres, coloured or marbled throughout the mass by any method. Except where
heading 4803 otherwise requires, these headings do not apply to paper, paperboard, cellulose wadding or webs of cellulose
fibres which have been otherwise processed.

In this Chapter the expression “newsprint” means uncoated paper of a kind used for the printing of newspapers, of which not
less than 65% by weight of the total fibre content consists of wood fibres obtained by a mechanical or chemi-mechanical
process, unsized or very lightly sized, having a surface roughness Parker Print Surf (1 MPa) on each side exceeding
2.5 micrometres (microns), weighing not less than 40 g/m? and not more than 65 g/m2.

. For the purposes of heading 4802, the expressions “paper and paperboard, of a kind used for writing or other graphic pur-

poses” and “non perforated punch-cards and punch tape paper” mean paper and paperboard made mainly from bleached
pulp or from pulp obtained by a mechanical or chemi-mechanical process and satisfying any of the following criteria:

For paper or paperboard weighing not more than 150 g/m*
a) containing 10% or more of fibres obtained by a mechanical or chemi-mechanical process, and
1. weighing not more than 80 g/m?, or
2. coloured throughout the mass; or
b) containing more than 8% ash, and
1. weighing not more than 80 g/m?, or
2. coloured throughout the mass; or
c¢) containing more than 3% ash and having a brightness of 60% or more; or

d) containing more than 3% but not more than 8% ash, having a brightness less than 60%, and a burst index equal to or
less than 2.5 kPa.m?g; or

e) containing 3% ash or less, having a brightness of 60% or more and a burst index equal to or less than 2.5 kPa.m?g.

For paper or paperboard weighing more than 150 g/m2:

a) coloured throughout the mass; or

b) having a brightness of 60% or more, and
1. a caliper of 225 micrometres (microns) or less, or
2. a calliper of more than 225 micrometres (microns) but not more than 508 micrometres (microns) and an ash content of

more than 3%; or

c) having a brightness of less than 60%, a caliper of 254 micrometres (microns) or less and an ash content of more than
8%.

Heading 4802 does not, however, cover filter paper or paperboard (including tea-bag paper) or felt paper or paperboard.

. In this Chapter “kraft paper and paperboard” means paper and paperboard of which not less than 80% by weight of the total

fibre content consists of fibres obtained by the chemical sulphate or soda processes.

. Except where the terms of the headings otherwise require, paper, paperboard, cellulose wadding and webs of cellulose fi-

bres answering to a description in two or more of the headings 4801 to 4811 are to be classified under that one of such
headings which occurs last in numerical order in the Nomenclature.

. Headings 4801 and 4803 to 4809 apply only to paper, paperboard, cellulose wadding and webs of cellulose fibres:

a) in strips or rolls of a width exceeding 36 cm; or
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b) in rectangular (including square) sheets with one side exceeding 36 cm and the other side exceeding 15 cm in the un-
folded state.

. For the purposes of heading 4814, the expression “wallpaper and similar wall coverings” applies only to:

a) paper in rolls, of a width of not less than 45 cm and not more than 160 cm, suitable for wall or ceiling decoration:

Products on a base of paper or paperboard, suitable for use both as floor coverings and as wall coverings, are to be classi-
fied in heading 4815.

Heading 4820 does not cover loose sheets or cards, cut to size, whether or not printed, embossed or perforated.
Heading 4823 applies, inter alia, to perforated paper or paperboard cards for Jacquard or similar machines and paper lace.

Except for the goods of heading 4814 or 4821, paper, paperboard, cellulose wadding and articles thereof, printed with motifs,
characters or pictorial representations, which are not merely incidental to the primary use of the goods, fall in Chapter 49.

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CHAPTER 49
PRINTED BOOKS, NEWSPAPERS, PICTURES AND OTHER PRODUCTS OF THE PRINTING INDUSTRY;
MANUSCRIPTS, TYPESCRIPTS AND PLANS

NOTES

1. This Chapter does not cover:
a) photographic negatives or positives on transparent bases (Chapter 37);
b) maps, plans or globes, in relief, whether or not printed (heading 9023);
c) playing cards or other goods of Chapter 95; or
)

d) original engravings, prints or lithographs (heading 9702), postage or revenue stamps, stamp-postmarks, first-day covers,
postal stationery or the like of heading 9704, antiques of an age exceeding one hundred years or other articles of Chapter 97.

2. For the purposes of Chapter 49, the term “printed” also means reproduced by means of a duplicating machine, produced under
the control of an automatic data processing machine, embossed, photographed, photocopied, thermocopied or typewritten.

3. Newspapers, journals and periodicals which are bound otherwise than in paper, and sets of newspapers, journals or periodi-
cals comprising more than one number under a single cover are to be classified in heading 4901, whether or not containing
advertising material.

4. Heading 4901 also covers:
a) a collection of printed reproductions of, for example, works of art or drawings, with a relative text, put up with numbered
pages in a form suitable for binding into one or more volumes;
b) a pictorial supplement accompanying, and subsidiary to, a bound volume; and
c) printed parts of books or booklets, in the form of assembled or separate sheets or signatures, constituting the whole or a
part of a complete work and designed for binding.

However, printed pictures or illustrations not bearing a text, whether in the form of signatures or separate sheets, fall in head-
ing 4911.

5. Subject to Note 3 to this Chapter, heading 4901 does not cover publications which are essentially devoted to advertising (for
example, brochures, pamphlets, leaflets, trade catalogues, year books published by trade associations, tourist propaganda).
Such publications are to be classified in heading 4911.

6. For the purposes of heading 4903, the expression “children’s picture books” means books for children in which the pictures
form the principal interest and the text is subsidiary.

TEXTILES AND TEXTILE ARTICLES

NOTES

1. This Section does not cover:

a) animal brush making bristles or hair (heading 0502); horsehair or horsehair waste (heading 0503);

b) human hair or articles of human hair (heading 0501, 6703 or 6704), except straining cloth of a kind commonly used in oil
presses or the like (heading 5911);

c) cotton linters or other vegetable materials of Chapter 14;

d) asbestos of heading 2524 or articles of asbestos or other products of heading 6812 or 6813;

e) articles of heading 3005 or 3006 (for example, wadding, gauze, bandages and similar articles for medical, surgical, dental
or veterinary purposes, sterile surgical suture materials); yarn used to clean between the teeth (dental floss), in individual
retail packages, of heading 3306;

f) sensitized textiles of headings 3701 to 3704;

g) monofilament of which any cross-sectional dimension exceeds 1 mm or strip or the like (for example, artificial straw) of an
apparent width exceeding 5 mm, of plastics (Chapter 39), or plaits or fabrics or other basketware or wickerwork of such
monofilament or strip (Chapter 46);

h) woven, knitted or crocheted fabrics, felt or nonwovens, impregnated, coated, covered or laminated with plastics, or arti-
cles thereof, of Chapter 39;

ij) woven, knitted or crocheted fabrics, felt or nonwovens, impregnated, coated, covered or laminated with rubber, or articles
thereof, of Chapter 40;

k) hides or skins with their hair or wool on (Chapter 41 or 43) or articles of furskin, artificial fur or articles thereof, of heading
4303 or 4304;

I) articles of textile materials of heading 4201 or 4202;

m) products of articles of Chapter 48 (for example, cellulose wadding);

n) footwear or parts of footwear, gaiters or leggings or similar articles of Chapter 64;

0) hair-nets or other headgear or parts thereof of Chapter 65;

p) goods of Chapter 67;

q) abrasive-coated textile material (heading 6805) and also carbon fibres or articles of carbon fibres of heading 6815;

r) glass fibres or articles of glass fibres, other than embroidery with glass thread on a visible ground of fabric (Chapter 70);

s) articles of Chapter 94 (for example, furniture, bedding, lamps and lighting fittings);

t) articles of Chapter 95 (for example, toys, games, sports requisites and nets);

u) articles of Chapter 96 (for example, brushes, travel sets for sewing, slide fasteners and typewriter ribbons); or

v) articles of Chapter 97.

2. A) Goods classifiable in Chapters 50 to 55 or in heading 5809 or 5902 and of a mixture of two or more textile materials are to be
classified as if consisting wholly of that one textile material which predominates by weight over any other single textile material.
When no one textile material predominates by weight, the goods are to be classified as if consisting wholly of that one textile
material which is covered by the heading which occurs last in numerical order among those which equally merit considera-
tion.

B) For the purposes of the above rule:

a) gimped horsehair yarn (heading 5110) and metallized yarn (heading 5605) are to be treated as a single textile material
the weight of which is to be taken as the aggregate of the weights of its components; for the classification of woven
fabrics, metal thread is to be regarded as a textile material;

b) the choice of appropriate heading shall be effected by determining first the Chapter and then the applicable heading
within that Chapter, disregarding any materials not classifiable in that Chapter;

c) when both Chapters 54 and 55 are involved with any other Chapter, Chapters 54 and 55 are to be treated as a single
Chapter;

d) where a Chapter or a heading refers to goods of different textile materials, such materials are to be treated as a single
textile material.

C) The provisions of paragraphs A and B above apply also to the yarns referred to in Notes 3, 4, 5 or 6 below.

3. A) For the purposes of this Section, and subject to the exceptions in paragraph B below, yarns (single, multiple (folded) or
cabled) of the following descriptions are to be treated as “twine, cordage, ropes and cables”:
a) of silk or waste silk, measuring more than 20 000 decitex;
b) of man-made fibres (including yarn of two or more monofilaments of Chapter 54), measuring more than 10 000 decitex;
c) of true hemp or flax:
i) polished or glazed, measuring 1 429 decitex or more; or
ii) not polished or glazed, measuring more than 20 000 decitex;
d) of coir, consisting of three or more plies;
e) of other vegetable fibres, measuring more than 20 000 decitex; or
f) reinforced with metal thread.
B) Exceptions:
a) yarn of wool or other animal hair and paper yarn, other than yarn reinforced with metal thread;
b) man-made filament tow of Chapter 55 and multifilament yarn without twist or with a twist of less than 5 turns per metre
of Chapter 54;
c) silk-worm gut of heading 5006, and monofilaments of Chapter 54;
d) metallized yarn of heading 5605; yarn reinforced with metal thread is subject to paragraph A f) above; and
e) chenille yarn, gimped yarn and loop wale-yarn of heading 5606.
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4. A) For the purposes of Chapters 50, 51, 52, 54 and 55, the expression “put up for retail sale” in relation to yarn means, sub-
ject to the exceptions in paragraph B below, yarn (single, multiple (folded) or cabled) put up:
a) on cards, reels, tubes or similar supports, of a weight (including support) not exceeding:
i) 85 g in the case of silk, waste silk or man-made filament yarn; or
ii) 125 g in other cases;
b) in balls, hanks or skeins of a weight not exceeding:
i) 85 g in the case of man-made filament yarn of less than 3 000 decitex, silk or waste silk:
ii) 125 g in the case of all other yarns of less than 2 000 decitex; or
iii) 500 g in other cases;
c) in hanks or skeins comprising several smaller hanks or skeins separated by dividing threads which render them inde-
pendent one of the other, each of uniform weight not exceeding:
i) 85 g in the case of silk, waste silk or man-made filament yarn; or
ii) 125 g in other cases.
B) Exceptions:
a) single yarn of any textile material, except:
i) single yarn of wool or fine animal hair, unbleached; and
ii) single yarn of wool or fine animal hair, bleached, dyed or printed, measuring more than 5 000 decitex;
b) multiple (folded) or cabled yarn, unbleached:
i) of silk or waste silk, however put up; or
ii) of other textile material except wool or fine animal hair, in hanks or skeins;
c) multiple (folded) or cabled yarn of silk or waste silk, bleached, dyed or printed, measuring 133 decitex or less; and
d) single, multiple (folded) or cabled yarn of any textile material:
i) in cross-reeled hanks or skeins; or
ii) put up on supports or in some other manner indicating its use in the textile industry (for example, on cops, twisting
mill tubes, pirns, conical bobbins or spindles, or reeled in the form of cocoons for embroidery looms).

5. For the purposes of headings 5204, 5401 and 5508 the expression “sewing thread” means multiple (folded) or cabled yarn:
a) put up on supports (for example, reels, tubes) of a weight (including support) not exceeding 1 000 g;
b) dressed for use as sewing thread; and
c) with a final “Z” twist.

6. For the purposes of this Section, the expression “high tenacity yarn” means yarn having a tenacity, expressed in cN/tex (centi-
newtons per tex), greater than the following:

Single yarn of nylon or other polyamides, or of POIYESIErS ........ccccuiiiiiiiiiii e 60 cN/tex
Multiple (folded) or cabled yarn of nylon or other polyamides, or of polyesters . ... 53 cN/tex
Single, multiple (folded) or cabled yarn of VISCOSE FaYON ...........c.coiiiiiiieiiiiiie ettt 27 cNitex

7. For the purposes of this Section, the expression “made up” means:
a) cut otherwise than into squares or rectangles;
b) produced in the finished state, ready for use (or merely needing separation by cutting dividing threads) without sewing or
other working (for example, certain dusters, towels, table cloths, scarf squares, blankets);
c) hemmed or with rolled edges, or with a knotted fringe at any of the edges, but excluding fabrics the cut edges of which
have been prevented from unravelling by whipping or by other simple means;
d) cut to size and having undergone a process of drawn thread work;

e) assembled by sewing, gumming or otherwise (other than piece goods consisting of two or more lengths of identical mate-
rial joined end to end and piece goods composed of two or more textiles assembled in layers, whether or not padded);

f) knitted or crocheted to shape, whether presented as separate items or in the form of a number of items in the length.

8. For the purposes of Chapters 50 to 60:

a) Chapters 50 to 55 and 60 and, except where the context otherwise requires, Chapters 56 to 59 do not apply to goods
made up within the meaning of Note 7 above; and

b) Chapters 50 to 55 and 60 do not apply to goods of Chapters 56 to 59.

9. The woven fabrics of Chapters 50 to 55 include fabrics consisting of layers of parallel textile yarns superimposed on each other
at acute or right angles. These layers are bonded at the intersections of the yarns by an adhesive or by thermal bonding.

10. Elastic products consisting of textile materials combined with rubber threads are classified in this Section.
11. For the purposes of this Section, the expression “impregnated” includes “dipped”.
12. For the purposes of this Section, the expression “polyamides” includes “aramids”.

13. Unless the context otherwise requires, textile garments of different headings are to be classified in their own headings even if
put up in sets for retail sale. For the purposes of this Note, the expression “textile garments” means garments of headings
6101 to 6114 and headings 6201 to 6211.

SUBHEADING NOTES

1. In this Section and, where applicable, throughout the Nomenclature, the following expressions have the meanings hereby
assigned to them:
a) Elastomeric yarn
Filament yarn, including monofilament, of synthetic textile material, other than textured yarn, which does not break on be-
ing extended to three times its original length and which returns, after being extended to twice its original length, within a
period of five minutes, to a length not greater than one and a half times its original length.
b) Unbleached yarn
Yarn which:
i) has the natural colour of its constituent fibres and has not been bleached, dyed (whether or not in the mass) or printed;
or
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ii) is of indeterminate colour (“grey yarn”), manufactured from garnetted stock.
Such yarn may have been treated with a colourless dressing or fugitive dye (which disappears after simple washing with
soap) and, in the case of man-made fibres, treated in the mass with delustring agents (for example, titanium dioxide).
c) Bleached yarn
Yarn which:
i) has undergone a bleaching process, is made of bleached fibres or, unless the context otherwise requires, has been
dyed white (whether or not in the mass) or treated with a white dressing;
ii) consists of a mixture of unbleached and bleached fibres; or
iii) is multiple (folded) or cabled and consists of unbleached and bleached yarns.
d) Coloured (dyed or printed) yarn
Yarn which:
i) is dyed (whether or not in the mass) other than white or in a fugitive colour, or printed, or made from dyed or printed fibres;
ii) consists of a mixture of dyed fibres of different colours or of a mixture of unbleached or bleached fibres with coloured
fibres (marl or mixture yarns), or is printed in one or more colours at intervals to give the impression of dots;
iii) is obtained from slivers or rovings which have been printed; or
iv) is multiple (folded) or cabled and consists of unbleached or bleached yarn and coloured yarn.
The above definitions also apply, mutatis mutandis, to monofilament and to strip or the like of Chapter 54.
e) Unbleached woven fabric
Woven fabric made from unbleached yarn and which has not been bleached, dyed or printed. Such fabric may have
been treated with a colourless dressing or a fugitive dye.
f) Bleached woven fabric
Woven fabric which:
i) has been bleached or, unless the context otherwise requires, dyed white or treated with a white dressing, in the piece;
ii) consists of bleached yarn; or
iii) consists of unbleached and bleached yarn.
g) Dyed woven fabric
Woven fabric which:
i) is dyed a single uniform colour other than white (unless the context otherwise requires) or has been treated with a
coloured finish other than white (unless the context otherwise requires), in the piece; or
ii) consists of coloured yarn of a single uniform colour.
h) Woven fabric of yarns of different colours
Woven fabric (other than printed woven fabric) which:
i) consists of yarns of different colours or yarns of different shades of the same colour (other than the natural colour of
the constituent fibres);
ii) consists of unbleached or bleached yarn and coloured yarn; or
i) consists of marl or mixture yarns.
(In all cases, the yarn used in selvedge and piece ends is not taken into consideration).
ij) Printed woven fabric
Woven fabric which has been printed in the piece, whether or not made from yarns of different colours.
(The following are also regarded as printed woven fabrics: woven fabrics bearing designs made, for example, with a
brush or spray gun, by means of transfer paper, by flocking or by the batik process).
The process of mercerization does not affect the classification of yarns or fabrics within the above categories.
The definitions at e) to ij) above apply, mutatis mutandis, to knitted or crocheted fabrics.
k) Plain weave
A fabric construction in which each yarn of the weft passes alternately over and under successive yarns of the warp and
each yarn of the warp passes alternately over and under successive yarns of the weft.

2. A) Products of Chapters 56 to 63 containing two or more textile materials are to be regarded as consisting wholly of that tex-
tile material which would be selected under Note 2 to this Section for the classification of a product of Chapters 50 to 55
or of heading 5809 consisting of the same textile materials.

B) For the application of this rule:

a) where appropriate, only the part which determines the classification under Interpretative Rule 3 shall be taken into ac-
count;

b) in the case of textile products consisting of a ground fabric and a pile or looped surface no account shall be taken of
the ground fabric;

c) in the case of embroidery of heading 5810 and goods thereof, only the ground fabric shall be taken into account. How-
ever, embroidery without visible ground, and goods thereof, shall be classified with reference to the embroidering threads
alone.

NOTES

1. Throughout the Nomenclature, the term “man-made fibres” means staple fibres and filaments of organic polymers produced
by manufacturing processes, either:

a) by polymerization of organic monomers, such as polyamides, polyesters, polyurethanes or polyvinyl derivatives; or

b) by chemical transformation of natural organic polymers (for example, cellulose, casein, proteins or algae), such as vis-
cose rayon, cellulose acetate, cupro or alginates.

The terms “synthetic” and “artificial”, used in relation to fibres, mean: synthetic: fibres as defined at a); artificial: fibres as de-
fined at b).

The terms “man-made”, “synthetic” and “artificial” shall have the same meanings when used in relation to “textile materials”.

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CHAPTER 56
WADDING, FELT AND NONWOVENS; SPECIAL YARNS;
TWINE, CORDAGE, ROPES AND CABLES AND ARTICLES THEREOF

NOTES

1. This Chapter does not cover:

a) wadding, felt or nonwovens, impregnated, coated or covered with substances or preparations (for example, perfumes or
cosmetics of Chapter 33, soaps or detergents of heading 3401, polishes, creams or similar preparations of heading 3405,
fabric softeners of heading 3809) where the textile material is present merely as a carrying medium;

b) textile products of heading 5811;

c) natural or artificial abrasive powder or grain, on a backing of felt or nonwovens (heading 6805);
d) agglomerated or reconstituted mica, on a backing of felt or nonwovens (heading 6814); or

e) metal foil on a backing of felt or nonwovens (Section XV).

2. The term “felt” includes needleloom felt and fabrics consisting of a web of textile fibres the cohesion of which has been en-
hanced by a stitch-bonding process using fibres from the web itself.

3. Headings 5602 and 5603 cover respectively felt and nonwovens, impregnated, coated, covered or laminated with plastics or

rubber whatever the nature of these materials (compact or cellular).

Heading 5603 also includes nonwovens in which plastics or rubber forms the bonding substance.

Headings 5602 and 5603 do not, however, cover:

a) felt, impregnated, coated, covered or laminated with plastics or rubber, containing 50% or less by weight of textile mate-
rial or felt completely embedded in plastics or rubber (Chapter 39 or 40);

b) nonwovens, either completely embedded in plastics or rubber, or entirely coated or covered on both sides with such ma-
terials, provided that such coating or covering can be seen with the naked eye with no account being taken of any result-
ing change of colour (Chapter 39 or 40); or

c) plates, sheets or strip of cellular plastics or cellular rubber combined with felt or nonwovens, where the textile material is
present merely for reinforcing purposes (Chapter 39 or 40).

4. Heading 5604 does not cover textile yarn, or strip or the like of heading 5404 or 5405, in which the impregnation, coating or
covering cannot be seen with the naked eye (usually Chapters 50 to 55); for the purpose of this provision, no account should
be taken of any resulting change of colour.

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CHAPTER 58
SPECIAL WOVEN FABRICS; TUFTED TEXTILE FABRICS; LACE;
TAPESTRIES; TRIMMINGS; EMBROIDERY

NOTES

1.

This Chapter does not apply to textile fabrics referred to in Note 1 to Chapter 59, impregnated, coated, covered or laminated,
or to other goods of Chapter 59.

2. Heading 5801 also includes woven weft pile fabrics which have not yet had the floats cut, at which stage they have no pile
standing up.

3. For the purposes of heading 5803, “gauze” means a fabric with a warp composed wholly or in part of standing or ground
threads and crossing or doup threads which cross the standing or ground threads making a half turn, a complete turn or
more to form loops through which weft threads pass.

4. Heading 5804 does not apply to knotted net fabrics of twine, cordage or rope, of heading 5608.

5. For the purposes of heading 5806, the expression “narrow woven fabrics” means:

a) woven fabrics of a width not exceeding 30 cm, whether woven as such or cut from wider pieces, provided with selvedges
(woven, gummed or otherwise made) on both edges;

b) tubular woven fabrics of a flattened width not exceeding 30 cm; and

c) bias binding with folded edges, of a width when unfolded not exceeding 30 cm.

Narrow woven fabrics with woven fringes are to be classified in heading 5808.

6. In heading 5810, the expression “embroidery” means, inter alia, embroidery with metal or glass thread on a visible ground of
textile fabric, and sewn appliqué work of sequins, beads or ornamental motifs of textile or other materials. The heading does
not apply to needlework tapestry (heading 5805).

7. In addition to the products of heading 5809, this Chapter also includes articles made of metal thread and of a kind used in
apparel, as furnishing fabrics or for similar purposes.
